Major child protection advocates Maureen Kanka 
and Marc Klass have advocated FOR this bill.

H.R. 5722, "International Megan's Law," will notify a country that a U.S. 
registered sex offender is traveling there.  The destination country will almost 
certainly turn the sex offender away to return to the U.S.  This means that sex 

offenders will remain in the United States of America and will not be 
granted the ultimate right: the "Right to Leave."

All in the name of protecting children overseas!
